What Is The Difference Between 

Washoe County Animal Services 

And The Nevada Humane Society? 

In 2006 a new animal shelter 
was completed and a new part-
nership was created between 
Washoe County Regional Animal 
Services (WCRAS) and the Ne-
vada Humane Soc iety 
(NHS). Although they share the 
building on Longley Lane, there 
are a variety of differences be-
tween the two entities.  Here 
are some of those differences: 

1) WCRAS is a County Facility 
funded by revenues from 
the restricted voter-
approved property tax 
override and NHS is a pri-
vate entity funded by dona-
tions. 

2) WCRAS no longer adopts 
out animals. Our rescue 
partners, NHS, SPCA and 
others handle the adoption 
process. 

3) Should circumstances arise 
that necessitate the surren-
der of your own pet, ar-
rangements must be made 
with NHS. 

4) When you find an animal, 

you contact WCRAS. 

5) WCRAS enforces Washoe 
County, and N.R.S. animal 
laws. 

6) WCRAS handles exotic, 
cattery, and kennel per-
mits. 

7) To license your dog, you 
would contact WCRAS. 

8) NHS would be your con-
tact for discounted 
spay/neuter programs and 
vaccines. 

9) Animals located at WCRAS  
are found pets waiting for 
their owners. Pets at NHS 
are available for adoption. 

10) Both facilities are dedi-
cated to animal welfare. 

Animal Services Injured 

Animal Fund assists with 

veterinary fees when 

injured animals come 

into the shelter.  This  

donation fund is used 

for injuries and when an animal 

arrives that has been seriously 

neglected and requires groom-

ing to clean wounds and make 

the animal more comfortable.

Washoe County Dog 

License 

All owners of a dog or dogs 

over the age of four months are 

required by law to purchase a  

Washoe County Dog License.  

 

This license is an annual require-

ment and must be on the dogs 

collar any time the dog is off  

the owners property.  

 

In order to license your dog, a 

current rabies vaccination cer-

tificate is required. 

 

You can come into the shelter,

PREPARATION

an emergency kit to help your pet through a 

disaster. Some suggested items include: 

 

 First aid kit 

 Portable radio, flashlight & extra bat-

teries 

 Vaccination records 

 Veterinarian’s information 

 Medications & dosage instructions 

 Pet carriers & cages 

 Leashes/non-nylon halters/leads or 

rope 

 2 weeks supply of food/water 

 Can opener 

 Non-spill food/water bowls 

 Cat litter & box with scoop 

 Newspaper/paper towels 

 Plastic bags 

 Duct tape 

 Permanent marker 

 Bleach/disinfectant solution 

 Water buckets
