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representing Linda Shane, owner of Broken Hill, presented proposed development and request that this property 
be included in the updated Area Plan.  Mr. Hascheff stated that they would intend to develop 240 acres of The 
Broken Hill property which totals 640 acres.  Mr. Hascheff stated that one of the goals and objectives is to 
preserve ridge lines from development and develop in a density that is compatible with the vision of the 
community.  Mr. Hascheff asked to hear comments and recommendation in order to bring a proposal back to the 
CAB in March.  Mr. Hascheff stated that one of the proposed powerline alignments cuts across a portion of the 
property.  Mr. Young reminded citizens that all of the information is on the Washoe County Community 
Development web-site. 
Comments and concerns 
• Support was stated for development of three dwellings per acre as long as there is significant preservation of 

open space and to minimize disruption of the natural growth and terrain of the area.  
• Support was stated for development of one dwelling per acre and opposition to density transfer development. 
• Mr. Hascheff was asked to present a photograph of the development site with a computer simulation of the 

proposed development. 
• Concerns were raised regarding the potential for flooding across the proposed development. 
• Support was stated for one acre homesites with one dwelling per acre. 
• Mr. Hascheff was asked to notify and include the airport in the planning process. 
• Concerns were raised regarding the previous experience with the proposed development on Section 33. 
• Mr. Hascheff was reminded that the detention basin has not been planned with this proposed development in 

mind. 
• Scott Donovan stated concern that the public has not been participating in the planning process over the last 

two years and it appears that the plans have been development driven and not necessarily the public vision.  
Mr. Donovan also stated concern regarding mandating using gray water that has contaminants in it. 

• Concern was stated that plans have been made for a proposed subdivision that would take private property 
for roadways.  The proposed development would be located adjacent to Donovan property.   

• The complainants were advised that this proposed development has not been brought before the CAB and 
that it could be scheduled on a CAB agenda for formal review.   

• It was stated that this proposed development was presented to the subcommittee with the request to be 
included in the planning area.  

• Eric Young reminded citizens that the draft proposal is being presented with the intent for public comments.  
Mr. Young also reminded citizens that they can contact him with their comments and concerns and participate 
in the public planning process.  Mr. Young also stated that individual property rights will be respected and not 
be ignored during the planning process. 

• Questions were raised regarding the notification process of adjacent property owners of proposed 
development requests. 

• It was asked that the Area Plan address the requirements for sewer service for existing and new 
development. 

• It was stated that the planning area is considered in the City of Sparks area of interest and the city would 
have an interest in the planning process. 

11. ACTION PLAN/COMMITTEE REPORTS 
1. Traffic Committee Update/Report – Christy Magers reported that the Update of the RTC 2030 planning has 

begun.  The Committee is building from earlier plans.  The plan will effect how funding will be spent.  The 
committee meets on the second and fourth Thursdays.  The Open House is scheduled for March 4th. 

2. School Planning Update/Report – Gloria Barrere did not have updated information on school issues to present. 
3. Parks Issues and Updates – John Bradbury reported that the Eagle Canyon Park Phase III is included on the 

Capital Improvements Projects (CIP) list. 
4. Powerline Update – Lois Avery reported that the Environmental Impact Study (EIS) report will be presented to 

the community when it is available. 
5. Community Management Plan Update and Annexation Issues – Vallea Rose did not have additional 

information on the Community Management Plan, City of Sparks and Annexation issues. 
12. CHAIRMAN/MEMBER COMMENTS AND ANNOUNCEMENTS  

• Vallea Rose stated concern that the CAB needs to pay attention to comments and recommendations made on 
applications and proposed projects.  

• Next Agenda Items: Spanish Springs Water Facility Plan, Pierre Hascheff, Department of Water Resources, 
Community Management Plan Update, Spanish Springs Airport issues.

2. ROLL CALL AND DETERMINATION OF QUORUM –Gloria Barrere, Sec/Treas., John Bradbury, V. Chair, 

Fred Horlacher, Christy Magers and Vallea Rose (arrived at 7:09 p.m.) 
 MEMBERS ABSENT- Lois Avery, unexcused and Art Verling, Chair, excused  

SPECIAL GUEST – Commissioner Jim Shaw 
3. APPROVAL OF THE AGENDA – John Bradbury moved to approve the January 14, 2004 agenda as posted.    Fred 

Horlacher seconded the motion.  The motion carried.   
4. APPROVAL OF THE MINUTES – Fred Horlacher moved to approve the minutes of the December 10, 2003 as 

submitted.  John Bradbury seconded the motion.  The motion carried.      
5. PUBLIC COMMENT 

• Pan Lambert encouraged citizens to remain for the powerline update listed later on this agenda.    
• Will Brown stated concern regarding reports that there is support urging that casinos and commercial 

development should be built in Spanish Springs valley and that Washoe County and the City of Sparks should 
work together on comprehensive planning. 

• Joyce Field stated support for maintaining the development standards in Spanish Springs valley and opposition to 
casinos in the area. 

• Max Bartness, Airport Manager for the Spanish Springs Airport invited citizens to attend the Valentine Fly-in 
breakfast event on February 14th. 

• Art Verling called for additional public comment and hearing none, closed public comment. 
6. WASHOE COUNTY SHERIFF'S OFFICE ITEMS – Deputy Howard Garretson, North District Citizen Liaison 

was available to address public safety issues.  Recent calls for service were reviewed.  Citizens were advised of some 
activity in the area by internet predators.  Classes will be scheduled at the Regional Training Center for parents to 
learn about internet predators.  Parents are reminded to advise their children to obey traffic laws and use caution when 
crossing streets.  Citizens can call Deputy Garretson at 328-3003. 

 Comments and concerns 
• Concerns were raised regarding dirt bikes and other vehicles that are speeding on Sky Ranch.  The Sheriff’s 

Department is asked to set up some targeted enforcement of the speed limits as well as other vehicle violations.   
• Concerns were raised that the trails in Bridlepath are being used by dirt bike riders who are riding at excessive 

speeds. 
• Questions were raised regarding a recent apparent traffic accident or incident on Eagle Canyon around the time 

the students were leaving the high school. 
7. RENO FIRE DEPARTMENT UPDATE – Division Chief Gary Neilson was available to discuss fire safety issues.  

Permitted burning season is closed at this time and it will be announced when burning season opened.   
8. UPDATES/ANNOUNCEMENTS/CORRESPONDENCE 

• Construction of the Spanish Springs Library will commence this spring with a grand opening estimated to be in 
2005. 

9. NEW BUSINESS 
A. Special Use Permit SB03-023 Creative Kids Daycare – Mark Phillips, Creative Kids Childcare, Inc. presented 

the application to construct a 3,083 square foot building for the operation of a day-care facility to accommodate 
50 children located at the northwest corner of Marilyn Mae Drive and Sky Ranch Blvd. North of la Posada Drive. 
Mr. Phillips stated that the proposed hours of operation are from 6:30 a.m. until 6:00 p.m.  Mr. Phillips read the 
action taken by the Home Owners Association in support of the application.  Jerry Cates, Project Manager, 
Cathexes was available to address questions and concerns.  Trevor Lloyd, Staff Representative was available to 
address questions and concerns.  Mr. Lloyd encouraged citizens to attend the Board of Adjustment public hearing 
and state their opinions.  MOTION: Fred Horlacher moved to recommend that the comments and concerns raised 
during this meeting be forwarded to Washoe County Staff and the Board of Adjustment.  John Bradbury seconded 
the motion.  The motion carried 
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Comments and concerns 
• Concerns were raised regarding the traffic flows and the potential for traffic congestion. 
• Concerns were raised that traffic from parents bringing students to and picking students up from Spanish 

Springs Elementary School is very hazardous which the addition of traffic would complicate. 
• Opposition was stated to the process of the vote taken by the Home Owner’s Association. 
• E-mails were received from Mr. and Mrs. Fizone, Dawn McHodgkins and Anthony Martino will be attached 

to the draft minutes and forwarded along with the memo to the Staff Representative.  
• Opposition was stated to approval of the application for reasons of the increased traffic hazards and it was 

suggested that anyone cited for traffic violations not be allowed to use the daycare facility. 
• Tim Tucker, Chairman of the Home Owners Association stated that the HOA has operated for ten years and 

has always allowed one vote per lot.   Mr. Tucker noted that Cordoba Blvd. is an additional access to the 
proposed childcare facility. 

• Concerns were raised that the daycare is a commercial enterprise in a residential neighborhood.  Concerns 
were raised whether the applicant would be providing sufficient parking for their employees and customers.   

• Concerns were raised regarding the lack of proper notification of adjacent neighbors and citizens were 
reminded that the subject property is not a part of the Home Owner’s Association.  Support was stated for 
keeping local children in their community. 

• Concerns were raised regarding the increased traffic, negative noise impacts from sixty children on the 
playground and the potential for negative impacts to property values.  Concerns were also raised that the 
HOA vote was on the exterior of the structure not on the approval of the daycare facility. 

• Terri Schulte submitted written comments for the record.  These comments will be attached to the 
memorandum submitted to planning staff. 

• An association member reminded citizens that for several years that notification of the HOA meetings were 
sent to property owners and primarily ignored.  It was also stated that residents purchased their homes 
adjacent to the elementary school with knowledge of the student population. 

• A parent of two children that attend the daycare facility stated support for a neighborhood daycare facility 
rather than traveling on Pyramid Hwy. 

• Opposition was stated to approval of the daycare facility and it was recommended that a traffic study be 
conducted to address the negative traffic impacts. 

• Support was stated for the daycare facility and that traffic issues should be addressed by law enforcement. 
• Strong opposition was stated to the vehicle speed violations on Sky Ranch and encouraged approval of a 

daycare facility on a commercial site and not in a residential neighborhood. 
• It was stated for the record that fourteen of the votes of the HOA in support of the daycare facility were from 

Theresa Morros who owns fourteen homesites in the neighborhood.  
• Concerns were raised that should the daycare facility be abandoned, what other commercial development 

could be approved on the site. 
• Concerns were stated that property owners were not advised that the subject parcel was designated for a 

daycare facility. 
• It was stated that the existing speed humps on Sky Ranch do little to reduce excessive vehicle speeds but do 

increase traffic noise. 
• Opposition was stated to establishing a daycare facility in a residential neighborhood and that another 

property should be considered. 
• Questions were raised whether this facility would be consistent with the Community Management Plan.  Eric 

Young, Staff Representative was available to address this question and stated that as part of the Community 
Management Plan, it was not proposed to remove the ability to make application for a special use permit.  Mr. 
Lloyd stated that with a special use permit, the daycare facility would be an allowed use.  Mr. Lloyd also 
stated that approval of this facility would not allow other commercial uses without being subject to the 
application process. 

• Mr. Phillips submitted letters from Becky Dougan, Robin Dobson, Alan Minor, and Jason Kaspar for 
inclusion in the record.   

• A written statement from Ben and Tracy Antone in opposition to the propose daycare facility was submitted 
for the record. 

• In response to questions raised, Mr. Lloyd stated that the traffic impact has not risen to the level to require a 
traffic study; however, he would discuss traffic impacts with Clara Lawson, Traffic Engineer. 
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• Mrs. Phillips stated that they are required to have one staff for every ten children in their care.  Mr. Cates 
stated that they would provide thirteen parking spaces although they are only required to provide ten spaces.  
Mrs. Phillips stated that Latchkey kids are included in their total count.  

• It was recommended that should the application be approved by the Board of Adjustment, that the access to 
Marilyn Mae be eliminated. 

• In response to questions raised, Mr. Lloyd stated that adjacent neighbors will be noticed prior to the hearing 
by the Board of Adjustment. 

• (Several citizens and previous students of Fred Horlacher stated their appreciation to him as their teacher). 
B. Spanish Springs Community Management Plan and Area Plan update – Eric Young, Community 

Development Advanced Planning presented an overview of the draft document and prepare Community members 
to provide input to the Community Management Plan and Area Plan.  Citizens can access the document on the 
Washoe County Web-site, Community Development and hot topics and click on Spanish Springs Community 
Development.  The draft Area Plan Update and Document will be available as of January 15, 2004 and other 
information will be available within the next seven days.  Citizens can also contact Mr. Young for a printed copy 
of the information.  Mr. Young will be scheduled on the February agenda to take public opinions on the draft 
document.  Mr. Young stated that the Area Plan is still the Master Document and the Community Management 
Plan is a tool within the document. 
Comments and concerns 
• Concerns were raised that these documents were not reviewed by the Community Management Plan 

Committee prior to presentation to the community.  Mr. Young stated that this introduction is being made 
available to the community for review over the next month and discussion will be scheduled for the February 
CAB meeting. 

C. Department of Water Resources Reports – Steve Bradhurst, Director, Department of Water Resources  (DWR) 
reviewed the background and introduced the information that would be presented.  Mr. Bradhurst stated that 
Senator Harry Reid presented a check in the amount of $2,943,750.00 (75% grant).  The Project Cooperative 
Agreement was approved by the Board of County Commissioners on October 14, 2003.  John Nelson, DWR was 
available to address questions and concerns.  John Collins, DWR reviewed Phase One of the Spanish Springs 
Valley Phased Sewering Project (conversion of certain septic systems to a community sewer system).   
Comments and concerns 
• In response to questions raised, Mr. Collins stated that actual costs would be available when the actual project 

has been determined.  Mr. Collins stated that a school can not participate in a Special Assessment District. 
 
Christian Kropf, Hydrogeologist II, DWR presented the background on groundwater contamination from septic 
systems and the Nevada Division of Environmental Protection NDEP) direction to Washoe County.  Mr. Kropf 
also presented a status report on the Spanish Springs Valley Nitrate Remediation Pilot Project.  
 
Jeanne Ruefer, DWR Planning Manager presented a status report on the North Spanish Springs Valley Flood 
Detention Facility Project;   
Comments and concerns 
• Concerns were raised regarding the cost of correspondence that Washoe County generates each month 

whether a payment is due or not. 
• Mr. Bradhurst stated that Washoe County is initiating a new and efficient billing system to help reduce costs. 
 
Rick Warner, Project Manager, DWR introduced himself and John Welsh, Project Manager, Kennedy/Jenks and 
the project team.  Mr. Welsh discussed the organizational chart an introduced Lynn Orphan, Assistant Project 
Manager, Kennedy/Jenks.  Ms. Orphan presented information regarding the facility plan for a Spanish Springs 
Valley water reclamation facility.   Cynthia Albright, Stantec Consultants was available to address questions and 
concerns regarding land use issues.   John Welsh stated that they will come back to the CAB in February with 
further information and will bring the draft facility plan back to the CAB in April. 
Comments and concerns 
• Concerns were raised regarding negative impacts from odors from the water reclamation facility and whether 

the facility would be designed to minimize repugnant odors.  Ms. Orphan stated that the cost of the facility is 
directly related to the quality of the odor controls. 

10. OLD BUSINESS  
A.  Eagle Canyon Traffic Issues – No report was presented at this time.   
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11. ACTION PLAN/COMMITTEE REPORTS 
1. Traffic Committee Update/Report – Christy Magers did not present a report. 
2. School Planning Update/Report – Gloria Barrere did not present a report. 
3. Parks Issues and Updates – John Bradbury announced that the library construction will commence this spring. 
4. Powerline Update – Lois Avery was not available to present a report.  Pan Lambert stated that the Board of 

County Commissioners heard a presentation regarding the Environmental Impact Statement and urged local 
citizens to participate in the planning process. 

5. Community Management Plan Update and Annexation Issues – Vallea Rose did not have additional 
information to present.
