While Washoe County Senior Services and other agencies in our community serve
older adults year-round, in May, we will use OAM 2016 to focus on how older
adults in our community are leading and inspiring others, how we can support and
learn from them, and how we might follow their examples to blaze trails of our
own. Throughout the month, Washoe County Senior Services, City of Reno, Parks
and Recreation and City of Sparks, Parks and Recreation will conduct activities
and events designed to highlight older adults’ health, well-being, and
opportunities for success.
